Veneered Softforming-fronts – a privilege of industrial production?

In order to produce such items, small manufacturers were force to buy pre-made parts, or to work with massive wood.

The pressing cushion is easy to use and does not require any set-up time

And this is how CONTURA works: The pressing cushion is inserted in the middle of the veneering press’ lower work surface. The workpieces (MDF- or fine chipboard) are placed on the cushion along with the veneers, and with glue already applied. Now, the veneer press, which can be heated up to about 80 °C, is closed, and pressure is applied. The pressing cushion follows the contures of the inserted workpieces, and the veneer is pressed onto the inserted pieces perfectly. Once the glue has hardened, the finished workpieces can be extracted from the pressing unit.

Push into new markets

All conventional veneers, such as oak, cherry, spruce, larch, and pine can be used. Furthermore, with the help of CONTURA you can work on Getaform laminated plastics. This material is perfect for the production of beautiful, low-maintenance kitchen and bathroom furniture. You will now be able to respond quickly and economically to extravagant custom orders.

Special area of application: Door paneling
