Innovative doors – creativity instead of mass production

During the last few years, we noticed a counter-movement to the use of industrially produced pre-made parts, and a return to individual custom fabrication. Especially in the area of interior doors, the custom-made “made-to-measure” door has returned to the focus of attention. Here, it is often possible to find true masterpieces. Glass, ceramic inlays, metal ornaments, and so forth have gained much importance in the creative production of interior doors.

Creating unique surfaces with 3D-veneering methods

For elegant product lines in the field of the interior door, trunk- or pillow fronts are often used. With the help of the form-pressing cushion CONTURA by COLUMBUS Presstechnology, such designs can easily be produced in conventional veneering presses. The cushion is simply inserted into the pressing unit. Then, the door parts including the veneers are placed on it, the pressing unit is closed, and pressure is applied.

Slightly hollowed profiles create an especially pleasant effect on door surfaces. This effect can be underlined by outfitting the hollow profiles with decorative veneers. Now, hand-made veneered interior doors don’t have to remain flat-surfaced any longer. With CONTURA, your production can now include the third dimension, and there are no more limits for your creativity.

Door and door paneling – a unity of form, color, and texture 

But what good is an elegantly shaped interior door with rounded edges if the door paneling must remain angular? With the help of the coating press MARCANTA, more and more carpenters take advantage of the opportunity to coat their individual door profiles with the appropriate veneers. This method furthermore allows you to create veneered surfaces that do not show any breaks between door leaf and door paneling. Thus, individually manufactured made-to-measure doors can be accentuated with beautiful surface designs. 

This type of form-veneering of interior doors and door paneling even makes one-piece orders economic – every single door can be made according to the customer’s individual wishes.

According to the various interior door designs, the door paneling profiles can certainly also be made to measure, since the MARCANTA coating press is able to manufacture virtually all kinds of profiles without the requirement of any set-up time between pressing cycles.

Overall, it can be said that only the optimal combination of door leaf and door paneling can yield all the creative elements that have recently become popular through new manufacturing technologies and creative experimentation, especially for individually manufactured interior doors.
