The general trend towards high-end paneling in softforming designs has prompted Columbus to develop a coating press that perfectly fits the needs of small and medium-sized manufacturers. 

MARCANTA enables the coating of paneling featuring softforming profiles even with regular commercial veneers. Producing panel-work in your own workshop will cut delivery times much shorter, and will reduce the amount of space needed for storage. But MARCANTA also offers a range of other advantages.

Since the realization of individual creative ideas is very simple with the use of the MARCANTA unit, you can broaden your range of offered services and products with minimal effort. Due to the already mentioned trend towards more exclusivity in customer requests, you will find it extremely convenient to be able to quickly and efficiently respond to individual orders. 

The production of paneling that is coated with veneer on three sides can help you to reduce unwanted differences in coloration and texture between door leaf and paneling, which can usually not be avoided whenever massive wood is used. In addition, the use of MDF- and chipboard as base materials helps you to almost entirely avoid the danger of warping and tearing of the work pieces.

During the development of the MARCANTA unit, we at Columbus paid special attention to ensure easy operationality (no set-up time or reset time required) and short production cycles (approximately 3 minutes). Therefore, MARCANTA makes the production of coated paneling extremely efficient and economic – even with small batch sizes (beginning with batch size 1). Furthermore, the relatively small investment costs allows for quick amortization. 

Working with MARCANTA is very simple:

· Apply glue to the commercial veneer 

· Place the work piece (for example MDF- or chipboard) and the veneer on the pressing cushion

· Close the unit and apply pressure

· Extract the work piece once the pressing cycle is completed

If flattened fillings are to be veneered, this can be done easily with our time-proven CONTURA pressing cushion, which is simply inserted into conventional veneer presses.
